Cain Five 
The planting of the Cain Mountain Vineyard began shortly after the Cains 

purchased the property. This initial phase continued through 1988, fol-

lowed by replanting from 1996 through 2006 onto phylloxera-resistant 

rootstocks. Replanting has begun again after the 2020 Glass Fire burned 

directly through the bowl of the Cain Vineyard, taking most of the vines 

and all of the buildings.

Screaming Eagle 
Screaming Eagle  is hands down, the biggest “Cult” Winery in the United 

States, and has gotten global recognition.  No one knows for sure how 

much wine Screaming Eagle makes.  It is thought to be about 500-850 cas-

es annually, along with a second wine, and one barrel of Sauvignon Blanc.  

Currently, if you can afford the wine, the waiting list to be a member is 

upwards of 15 years.

Stags’ Leap Winery 
 Estate Founder Horace Chase partnered with his uncle, W. W. Thomp-

son, on land where grapes had been planted in the 1880s by T.L. Grigsby 

(of nearby Occidental Winery, today’s Regusci Winery). The construction 

of the Manor House in 1890 was followed by the blasting of the Historic 

Wine Cave and first vintage in 1893. By 1895 production on the estate was 

up to 40,000 gallons of wine.
