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The new world/old world distinction in wine is the continental divide, which has both geographical and stylistic 

implications. In geographic terms, old world refers to the more tradition-laden wine-producing countries in 

Europe, whereas new world means the relatively new regions around the globe. To demonstrate this divide, we 

have chosen the Pinot Noir grape which we believe best exemplifies this comparison.  
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The Northern Rhone valley stretching from Vienne to 

Montélimar is home to the most majestic expressions of Syrah in 

the world.  The steep mountain precipices of Côte-Rôtie give way 

to the rolling hills of St. Joseph followed by Cornas with it’s 

dark, brooding wines.  Across the Rhone the land rises up the 

hill of Hermitage, whose wines have been coveted by kings for 

centuries. 

Penfolds 

South of Valence to the Mediterranean port of Arles, wines are 

made with perfumed Grenache blended with a multitude of grapes 

indigenous to the South of France.  Each producer centered in, or 

around Chateauneuf-du-Pape, finds the perfect recipe for each plot 

of land.  The resulting wines are truly greater than the sum of their 

parts.

Dominus  
 

Christian Moueix named his winery Dominus after the Latin word meaning 

‘lord of the estate,’ appropriate for the winemaker of Petrus working the 

soil in Napa’s historic Napanook vineyard.  This Bordeaux blend channels 

the delicacy and nuance of the old world with the robust power of the new.  
 

 

Clos du Val 
 

Founded in 1972, in the Stag’s Leap District, Clos du Val was chosen as one 

of six Cabernets to compete in the historic “Judgement of Paris” Tasting.  

We are extremely lucky and proud to offer a library of back vintages from 

this famed winery. 
 

 

Heitz 
 

Family owned since its founding in 1961, Heitz Cellar’s legacy runs as deep 

as the roots throughout the Napa Valley. In the late 1950s, pioneering 

vintner Joe Heitz ushered in Napa Valley’s first vineyard-designated  

Cabernet Sauvignon. 
 

 

Opus One 
 

Opus One is the realized dream of two men: Baron Philippe de Rothschild 

of Chateau Mouton Rothschild in Bordeaux and Napa Valley vintner Rob-

ert Mondavi. Together, our founders set out to create a single wine dedicat-

ed to the pursuit of uncompromising quality. This singular mission shapes 

every vintage, today and for generations to come.  
 

Joseph Phelps  
 

Early on Phelps established itself as a trendsetter, producing the first  

proprietary Bordeaux style blend in California.  Insignia has stayed true to 

form, blending grapes from across the Phelps vineyard to create a  

balanced, textured wine. 

 

 

Jordan 
 

Founders Tom and Sally Jordan were maverick pioneers with a unique 

vision. They wanted to be the first to create a Bordeaux-style California 

cabernet sauvignon that was approachable while young yet would age 

gracefully.

Continuum  

Tim Mondavi established Continuum on Pritchard Hill in 2005 with a  

Vision to create a wine from Napa Valley that would stand in the  

company of the world’s finest.  As of 2013 the wine has been made from 

100% estate fruit which also happened to be the 40th anniversary of Tim 

making wine and the 10th anniversary of Robert’s birth.  
 

 

Grace Family Vineyards 

Dick and Ann Grace established Grace Family Vineyards in 1976, planting 

their St. Helena vineyard with Cabernet Sauvignon cuttings from the    

legendary Bosché Vineyard in Rutherford.  This biodynamic winery was     

truly one of the first ‘cult’ wines  
 

 

Freemark Abbey  

Freemark Abbey was established in 1886 as the 16th bonded winery in  

Napa Valley and is considered one of the first Cabernet producers in the 

region. The property is home to an 1899 hand-built stone winery that serves 

as a fixture of Napa Valley history.   
 

 

Dunn Vineyards 

These Cabernets are for the patient, but make no mistake about it, in top 

vintages the Howell Mountain is one of the great wines, not just of  

California, but of the world.  
 

Peter Michael 

John Kongsgaard is a fifth generation Napan; his roots run deep in the valley. 

After graduation from UC Davis with a Master’s in viticulture and enology he 

purchased his Atlas Peak property in 2004. One of the three highest in all of 

Napa. 
 

Stag’s Leap Wine Cellars 
 

It was a historic achievement at the 1976 Judgment of Paris blind tasting 

where Stag’s Leap Wine Cellars 1973 S.L.V. Cabernet Sauvignon was awarded 

the highest honor in the red wine category above First Growth Bordeaux  

Chateaux. That moment solidified the illustrious fate of Napa Valley Cabernet 

Sauvignon and Stag’s Leap Wine Cellars as a worldly icon in wine.  
 

 

 Cain Five 
The planting of the Cain Mountain Vineyard began shortly after the Cains 

purchased the property. This initial phase continued through 1988, followed 

by replanting from 1996 through 2006 onto phylloxera-resistant rootstocks. 

Replanting has begun again after the 2020 Glass Fire burned directly through 

the bowl of the Cain Vineyard, taking most of the vines and all of the  

buildings.

Harlan & Bond Estates
